Three families received complete Thanksgiving dinners thanks to the efforts of Jackie

Doerrer-Mullen and the generosity of the members of the Melrose Running Club. Bushel
baskets were stuffed to the brim with a Thanksgiving turkey, stuffing, vegetables, cranberry
sauce, breads, and pies. Included with the baskets were several toys for the children. Jackie
delivered the meals to the Malden Department of Social Services office the day before
Thanksgiving where Social Workers forwarded them to the families.

A single mother with three children received a basket. The mother recently lost her job shortly
after breaking her foot. With no source of income the family is struggling to make ends meet.

A family headed by a mother who is a victim of domestic violence also received a basket.
With four children ranging from 18 months old to 16 years old and welfare coming to an end,
this family also could not afford a Thanksgiving meal.

The third family that received a basket
is a woman that took in her cousin, a little
girl who  is a Burmese refuge, along with
the girl’s father. The women watches the
little girl, and her own child while the little
girl’s father works nights.

The Malden DSS would like to thank all
the members of the Melrose Running
Club that made this Thanksgiving
enjoyable for these three families.
